* APP purchases Clarkwood Industries, a
division of TRW, integrating this business
into the Santa Ana facility operations.

*APP delivers first precision forged wheels
to Carlsson, later expanding customer
base to some of the world’s top automakers

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*APP buys Next Generation Impact, which is
integrated into the Cliff Impacts division.

*First window frame forged for the Boeing 737.
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APP adds Cliff Impacts, a
leader in the production

of aluminum impact extru-
sions and cylinders for the
industrial and commercial
markets. Cliff Impacts later
becomes a subdivision of
Catalina Cylinders.

First window frame forged
for the De Havilland Dash 8.

1976

APP enters the titanium forging
market, producing among the
first titanium forgings to replace
steel in light weighting parts for
aerospace parts.

1965

Founded by Philip S. Keeler, APP opens first, 8,000
square-foot plant in Santa Ana, Calif., introducing
revolutionary “precision” forging process for applications
in aerospace. During the next 50 years, APP becomes a
world-class supplier in the forging industry producing
closed die and open die aluminum forgings for the
aerospace, automotive, recreation, industrial and
medical markets.

* First aftermarket automotive wheel forged.

* APP makes first acquisition, Catalina Cylinders,
which would soon become a world leader in
high and low pressure aluminum compressed
gas cylinders for scuba, beverage, medical and
industrial applications, with facilities on the
East and West coasts.

*APP adds Aluminum Forge Company to its
portfolio, expanding the company's production
capabilities and capacity to serve the growing
aerospace and automotive markets.

*First window frame forged for the Boeing 757.
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
